	This opinion on Valuation is prepared for the flat situated at the aforesaid address having total Carpet area admeasuring 630 sq.ft. (58.529 sq.mtr.) as per the documents provided to us by the bank.

The Subject property is situated in the Building called “Anand Kanchan”. The subject building is comprised with G+3 floors in total and the subject unit is at the 3rd floor of the building. The building age is around 42 years as per the verbal conversation with the client’s representative. The condition of the building as per the visual observation seems to be poor and visible crack in the building can be seen in the structure. However, the interior of the subject unit seems to be renovated and no visible crack was found in the internal survey of the Property.

The subject unit was used as commercial office but currently the flat is vacant and a bare shell Property. However, the subject property is a residential unit as per the TIR provided. The Internal layout is altered as per the specification of office and any prospective buyer has to build the internal Partition wall to use the unit for residential purpose. So, additional cost need to be infused in the unit which is taken care in the rate adopted.

The TIR Provided by the bank date back to 2014 and no latest TIR or property document is provided to us. So, we have referred the Old valuation report and TIR from 2014 for the Information like Area, Title etc. Any Discrepancy in the title or the area will make the valuation null and void.

The property is located in a gated society which can be accessed only through Shanti Vimal Society as the subject is property located behind the Shanti Vimal society and there is no other way to access the property. As per the information gathered at the time of site survey both the societies are of same builder. However, we have not been provided with any of the easement certificate to access the society in which the subject property is located.

The Subject property can be approached through Phirozshah Mehta road about 30 ft. wide whereas the nearest Main road to the Property is Nehru Road which is around 100mtr.from subject Property.

In case of discrepancy in the address mentioned in the property documents and the property shown to us at the site due to change in zoning or administrative level at the site or client misled the valuer by providing the fabricated document, the valuation should be considered of the property shown to us at the site of which the photographs are also attached. Our responsibility will be only related to the valuation of the property shown to us on the site and not regarding matching from the documents or searching the property from our own. Banker to verify from district administration/ tehsil level the identification of the property if it is the same matching with the document pledged.
