Inland Power Limited was originally incorporated on 22nd June, 1993 as a Private Limited Company and was subsequently converted to a Public Limited Company on 3rd April 2008 as Inland Power Ltd (IPL).
IPL has setup 63 MW Coal based Thermal Power plant at Inland Nagar, Tonagatu Village near Gola, District Ramgarh, Jharkhand. The Power Plant has been set up based on CFBC technology. The plant achieved COD on 21st May’2014 and running smoothly as Independent Power Plant. The company supplies power to Jharkhand Bijli Vitran Nigam Limited (JBVNL) under long-term PPA between IPL and JSERC.

Building and Civil Work

The subject property comprised of RCC roofed structures, & MS structures. Area details of building is provided to us by the client. Details of the same is attached below:-
