	This opinion on the valuation is prepared for the commercial shop/office units situated at the aforesaid address having total built up area admeasuring 2,934.45 sq.ft. as per the documents  provided to us by the Bank. We have considered total 6 no. of shop/office units number as 201, 202, 203, 204, 205, and 206.

The subject property is a free hold shops/office unit and it is used for commercial purpose however, no internal survey has been carried out. At the time of our survey, there was no coordinate person accompanied with our surveyor. The surveyor identified the property by searching and asking the nearby local people and from the old valuation report photographs. At the time of our visit the subject properties i.e. shop/office was locked. We have not taken any internal or external physical measurement however, we have taken the details from the documents provided by the bank.  
Details of the built-up area of the subject property is attached below which we have taken as per the documents provided to us.



The subject property is located approximately ~350 mtr away from Rajouri Garden Metro Station,New Delhi. This is situated in a developing area and the main approach road is MG road ~ 80 feet wide.

In case of discrepancy in the address mentioned in the property documents and the property shown to us at the site due to change in zoning or administrative level at the site or client misled the valuer by providing the fabricated document, the valuation should be considered of the property shown to us at the site of which the photographs are also attached. Our responsibility will be only related to the valuation of the property shown to us on the site and not regarding matching from the documents or searching the property from our own. Banker to verify from district administration/ tehsil level the identification of the property if it is the same matching with the document pledged.
