	This opinion on valuation report is prepared for a residential 2 BHK + study flat situated at the aforesaid address. As per the copy of the allotment letter shared by the bank/client, the super built-up area of the subject apartment is 1,190 sq. ft. However, the carpet and built-up area are not mentioned in the provided ownership document. Therefore, we have searched it on the company’s website and it was found in the floor plan that the carpet area of these types of flats is 66.70 sq. mtr. or 717.96 sq. ft. and the built-up area is 86.52 sq. mtr or 931.30 sq. ft. It comprises 2 Bedrooms, 1 Store Room, 4 Balconies, 1 Kitchen, 2 washrooms and 1 Hall along with a parking space for 1 car. It is located in a Basement + Stilt + 19 Storey RCC framed tower.
As on the date of site visit, the subject property is vacant. The subject society is itself a landmark for the subject apartment. The main approach road of the subject property is 16th Ave Road which is approximately 40 feet wide.
In case of discrepancy in the address mentioned in the property documents and the property shown to us at the site due to change in zoning or administrative level at the site or client misled the valuer by providing the fabricated document, the valuation should be considered of the property shown to us at the site of which the photographs are also attached. Our responsibility will be only related to the valuation of the property shown to us on the site and not regarding matching from the documents or searching the property from our own. Banker to verify from district administration/ tehsil level the identification of the property if it is the same matching with the document pledged.
This report only contains general assessment & opinion on the Guideline Value and the indicative, estimated Market Value of the property of which Bank/ customer asked us to conduct the Valuation for the property found on as-is-where basis as shown on the site by the Bank/ customer of which photographs is also attached with the report.
