(P1A & P1B), P2 & P3 are 5137.97 sq.mtr, 5137.97 sq.mtr, 9428.203 sq.mtr. & 6041.093 sq.mtr. respectively. Therefore, collective proposed covered area (FAR) for Phase 1 comes out to be 25,745.25 sq.mtr.
