The company has installed one Wind Turbines of Capacity 2.00MW. The make of Wind Turbine is Inox Wind Limited.

The subject Wind Farm Project is accessible kachha road which further connects to 10ft wide road which further merges to Bhainsara Road. Company has also installed a transformer of 2300 kVA which is futher connected to Grid Supply. The subject land is not demarcated by boundary wall/fencing.

Setting up of Renewable Energy Power Plant.—(1) A Renewable
Energy Power Plant shall be set up within a period of two years from the date of
allotment of land;

Provided that a Power Plant based on biomass shall be set up within a
period of three years from the date of allotment:

Provided further that the State Government may extend the period of setting
up of Power Plant for valid reason on the applic_tion made by lessee and
recommended by R.R.E.C.

(2) If the land is not used within the stipulated period or time extended by
the State Government as per provision of sub-rule (1), the land shall revert back to
the State Governrent free from all encumbrances.

Rule 8. Restriction on use of land for any other purposes.—The land
allotted under these rules shall be used strictly for the purposes of setting-up of
Renewable Energy Power plant.

Restriction on sub-lease of Land.—(1) No power producer except
Developer may be allowed to sub-lease the part of leased land Developer may sub-
lease the land to the Investor subject to the provisions of these rules.
