As on date of site visit, internal finishing work such Plumbing work, wooden work, electrical fixtures, Final Paint etc. work was yet to be done. As per information shared during site visit, final finishing work is done when unit was to be handed over to the customer. 

The location of the subject project is in a good developing locality of Siddharth Vihar. Subject land is clearly approached from 50mtr. wide Sector Road and located 2km from NH-24. There are other residential projects under development and few projects are already occupied. 
We have been requested by SBI to estimate the valuation of 535 nos. of units of the project. Since the projects comprises 2,784 nos. of units out of which 2,249 units have been sold out. Accordingly the valuation is estimated using DCF technique for the prospective development to be created in this Project.

In case of discrepancy in the address mentioned in the property documents and the property shown to us at the site due to change in zoning or administrative level at the site or client misled the valuer by providing the fabricated document, the valuation should be considered of the property shown to us at the site of which the photographs are also attached. Hence before financing, Banker/ FI should take into consideration all such future risk and should loan conservatively to keep the advanced money safe in case of the downward trend of the property value.
