As per the copy of old valuation report, this project is developed and promoted by M/s. Ireo Pvt. Ltd. The project land area is owned by two companies, i.e.  9.02 acres is owned by M/s. High Responsible Realtors Pvt. Ltd. & 9.035 acres is owned by M/s. Five River Buildcon Pvt. Ltd. The developer has obtained most of the preliminary statuary approvals from different authorities to develop this group housing project as per the old valuation report.
