1. SCOPE OF ITEMS: All University Buildings & Facilities along with ancillary & value added items complimenting the Buildings & Facilities such as HVAC, Lifts, Furniture & Fixtures as already shown in Part C & D of the Report above.

2. METHODOLOGY OF COST ASSESSMENT: For the cost assessment & verification, following approach is adopted:
A. Building & facility wise capitalised cost, area and specification details was sought from the client and review was done.
B. Building & facility wise specific contractor/ suppliers/ consultants work orders was sought.
C. Site inspection and verification of the Building & facility wise details provided.
D. Building & facility wise cost analysis referring CPWD plinth area rates, Market rates, type of specifications, Work Orders/ BOQ, type of contractors/ consultants engaged.
E. Base rate for super structure is calculated and according to the specific building/ structure/ facility appropriate discount/ premium is applied considering its specifications.
F. Price/ rates/ cost assessment is done considering the period of construction of specific Building & facility.
G. Structure and civil base cost includes MEP works.
H. In Civil & structure head, façade, fire & interior works are added separately as per their specification.
I. In our assessment, Lift cost has also been covered.
J. As per client data, the buildings capitalised cost includes external development works also done in the periphery of each building such as roads, street lightening and landscaping work. However it is not considered in our assessment since the same is not in our scope of report. 
K. In our assessment, the costs incurred in laying services in common areas like cable ducts and plumbing Hume pipes, etc. is not included while all plumbing and electrical works within the building is included.
L. As per the prevailing market rates and trend, an average of 15-20% percent of building construction cost is incurred in the development of landscape and hardscape works in common area (such as roads, street lightening, etc). Pertaining to our scope of report, the same has not been considered in our assessment.
