The developer (M/s. Prosper Buildtech Private Limited) has proposed a plan comprised of 11 residential towers (Tower A to K), community hall & commercial shopping complex inside the project area, having total land area (20,240 sq. mtr.). · Tower G: Construction work up to 15th floor has been completed.
· Tower H, I, J, K: Construction of superstructure has been completed.

The following progress mentioned the report is as on April 2023, as survey was not done for the current report (As per discussion with bank representative).

As per the RERA project completion date is 19-05-2025.

This project is very well located in developing sector of Greater Noida, Haryana, which has many land marks in the vicinity like group housing projects.
