This Valuation report is prepared for lease hold Industrial Property located at the aforementioned address having a total land area measuring 43,978 sq. mtr and total built-up area admeasuring 23,806.86 sq. mtr.

About the Property:
An indenture of lease dated 23rd September 2006 was executed between the Kandla Port Trust and the President of India, acting through the Development Commissioner, Kandla Special Economic Zone (KASEZ). Under the terms of this lease, the Kandla Port Trust granted a lease for 30 years over a parcel of land identified as renumbered Survey No. 155/1 and old Survey Nos. 224 (part), 225, and 227 (part) situated in Village Kidana, Gujarat, admeasuring approximately 300.44 acres. The lease was granted to expand the existing SEZ area and for further allotment to approved industrial units within the SEZ. This lease is effective from 18th November 2003 and remains valid until 17th November 2033.

Subsequently, as per the Sub-Lease Deed dated 10th February 2025, entered into between the Development Commissioner and the Chairperson-cum-Chief Executive Officer of the Kandla Special Economic Zone Authority, as the “Grantor,” and M/s Rama Cylinders Pvt. Ltd., a total land area admeasuring 43,978 square meters has been sub-leased.
 
(The sub-lease is subject to not exceeding the lease period of lease entered by lessor with kandla Port Trust. If the lease period is extended by Kandla Port Trust beyond 17/11/2033, further extension of sub-lease may be considered by the Lessor.)

The total land area comes to around ~43,970 sq.mtr. As per the Google satellite measurement tool during the site survey, which is approximately is same as per the sub-lease deed provided. Therefore, the land area as per copy of the sub-lease deed is considered for valuation.

Integrity and Fairness

1. A valuer shall, in the conduct of his/its business, follow high standards of integrity and fairness in all his/its dealings with his/its clients and other valuers.
2. A valuer shall maintain integrity by being honest, straightforward, and forthright in all professional relationships.
